The AFCEA Orlando-Central Florida Chapter is an active and supportive member of the local community that provides scholarships, support to science programs, and science fair awards.  

The Gordon Sinclair Memorial Scholarships are awarded to High School Seniors in Orlando who are pursuing scientific and engineering degrees that align with AFCEA’s mission of serving the military Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance (C4ISR) fields.  The student is not required to have any affiliation with the military or AFCEA. 

	Instructions


Student applications for the scholarship should contain the following items. 

1. Application Form. Complete the information form below these instructions. This data will be used to contact the student and collects some of the essential data concerning the student’s eligibility for the scholarship. 

2. Eligibility. Students must be current high school seniors,
registered/accepted into a university, and majoring in a C4I-related field.
These include Electrical and Electronic Engineering, Computer Science,
Computer Engineering and other Information Technology majors. Degrees in
mathematics, sciences, and engineering will be considered based on
addressing C4I relationship in their essay.

3. Essay:  Provide a two page, typed essay (12 Point, 8½  X 11 paper, double-spaced) describing your academic background, participation in school clubs and sports, and contributions to the community. Describe how your involvement (i.e., civic organizations, school, and extracurricular activities) has made a difference in your community.  The essay should include information on your selected major, career goals, and plans for the future.  Place your full name on top of the essay.

4. Transcripts:  Provide High School transcripts indicating courses taken, grades, and current grade point average (GPA).

5. Letter of Recommendation: Provide one letter of recommendation from a mentor, community leader, businessperson, teacher, or guidance counselor.

	Gordon Sinclair


Gordon Sinclair served in the U.S. Army for 20 years, much of that time in the Special Forces. He was active in a number of wars and military actions and retired as a Lieutenant Colonel. Gordon joined Nations Corporation (later acquired by Titan Corp.) to lead the company’s work at the Army Special Operations Battle Simulation Center in Fort Bragg, NC. Following that assignment he moved to Orlando, Florida to conduct new business development with the Army and other government customers.  Offered a position managing company linguists operating in Iraq, Gordon accepted the assignment and began a one-year tour as a regional manager supporting U.S. military forces in that country. On November 3, 2003, Gordon Sinclair (Titan), Todd Dobrick (Titan), and Christopher Nason (U.S. Army) were driving a dangerous piece of road between Mosul and Dihok when they collided with a petroleum truck. All three were killed in the accident. 

Gordon was a strong supporter of the educational mission of the AFCEA Orlando-Central Florida chapter and served as the Vice President for Education, Science, and Engineering Careers. Following his death, Titan Corporation donated $5,000 dollars to the chapter’s scholarship fund and the chapter officers voted to name the fund in his honor - the Gordon Sinclair Memorial Scholarship Fund.
